Annotation

The collective monograph, written by leading Russian specialists in
Central Europe, provides an overview of the election campaigns of
2019-2020 in the Visegrad group countries (Hungary, Poland, Slo-
vakia, Czech Republic). The analysis is based on the elections of
different levels in these countries, as well as on the elections to the
European Parliament in 2019; i.e. 30 years after the first free elec-
tions in the «post-socialist countries». The key trends of electoral
behavior of the region’s residents during latest election campaigns
are identified, as well as the main directions of the region’s political
evolution in recent years. For the first time, the attention of re-
searchers is focused on transformation of political process under the
influence of COVID-19 pandemic.
